Reminders

Earrings—all children must wear stud earrings, no hoops.  If a child is wearing a hooped 
earring they will be asked to remove it. Hoops are dangerous when children are playing 
together. 

Clear Desks—Children will be provided with all necessary equipment.  However year 5 
and 6 are allowed to bring in a pencil case only.  No other year groups should bring pen-
cil cases.   

Toys—Please do not allow your children to bring in toys.  It can cause upset when items 
from home go missing or are broken.  Fiddle toys, if deemed necessary by the SENDCo 
will be provided by school unless otherwise organised with parents.  If you feel that your
